Females have  
spotted chests 
and males are 
all white. 

Small stiff feathers 
around the face. 

Neck not visible. 

Feathers are white on 
the under parts and 
light brown and grey 
on the back. 

Four toes with long  
talons. One talon has  
a comb to groom the 
face feathers. 
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
