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Teaching Spelling to Dyslexic Learners

Spelling is a sub skill of writing so encourage students to write regularly. It can be something small such as a diary entry each day.

Look, say cover, write check programme is often effective for dyslexic learners. However it is important to ensure by discussion and observation that it is being done correctly. The student can use other spelling strategies at the same time.

Encourage staged proof reading ie proof reading for one thing at a time.

Electronic Spellmasters can be useful. 

Encourage students to keep their note books tidy. For example, if they are working on letter strings only do one string on each page.
