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General Tips for helping Dyslexic learners
There are a number of ways tutors can help dyslexic students.
· Dyslexic learners like to be able to see the bigger picture so it is helpful to write on the board what is going to be covered during the session.

· It is helpful to explain tasks clearly and to write instructions on the board.

· It is useful to discuss the content of reading matter beforehand.

· Coloured perspex overlays are helpful as the students often find black print on white paper difficult to read. Alternatively, photocopy on coloured paper. Different colours work for different people so encourage students to experiment.

· If you are word processing resources use the fonts Comic Sans ms or Arial as dyslexic learners find them easier to read.
